This policy sets out the requirements for storage, preparation and administration of the
BNT162b2 vaccine. It seeks to provide the overarching principles for robust governance of the
safe and secure handling and management of Covid-19 vaccines in the end to end supply
chain for the vaccination programme.

This robust governance is required as BNT162b2 requires transport and storage under Ultra
Low Temperature (ULT) conditions. Any deviation from recommended storage or
transportation conditions risks compromising vaccine efficacy and patient safety. Vaccines
that have not been transported or stored correctly may be ineffective or harmful; they would
therefore no longer be within the terms of their product authorisation and must not be used.

Means of detecting when a temperature excursion has occurred are required.
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Purpose:

The Covid-19 vaccination programme is of the highest priority for the HSC. To deliver this
priority, BHSCT has established a Trust vaccination centre and a programme of vaccination.
Vaccination will be carried out by a team of peer vaccinators. The peer vaccinators administer
the vaccine as per a Patient Group Direction or a Patient Specific Direction.

MHRA have requested that all adverse reactions to BNT162b2 are reported to them; a Trust
incident form must also be completed.

All staff undertaking duties at the Vaccination Centre or as part of a Trust mobile vaccination
team must meet the necessary training standards and competencies in line with SOPs and
standard BHSCT processes.
