These Employer Procedures lay down basic measures for the health protection of individuals
against the dangers of ionising radiation in relation to medical exposure as part of Screening,
Family History, Symptomatic and Surveillance Breast Screening Services.

The procedures have been developed to standardise practice and achieve best practice.

The procedures explicitly reference the need for making reasonable adjustments and making
communication accessible and inclusive in terms of disabled patients or patients whose first
language is not English.

The regulations are intended to:

e Protect individuals from unintended, excessive or incorrect exposure to radiation in
relation to medical exposure.

e Ensure that in each case, the expected clinical benefit is assessed against the
potential risk from exposure.

e Ensure that individuals receive no more radiation dose than is necessary to achieve
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the desired benefit within the limits of current technology.

The policy has been revised in line with the lonising Radiation (Medical Exposure) Regulations
(Northern Ireland) 2018 [IR(ME)R]. Aims and outcomes are to ensure the Trust complies with
the IR(ME)R regulations.

The Radiation Protection Committee (RPC) is responsible for establishing and the governance
of the Employer's Procedures for exposure to ionising radiation as required by IR(IME)R. The
committee will cascade the revised policy, outlining amendments, to the relevant area
managers / leads.
