What is the minimum duration of a Fellowship in Gynaecological Oncology? 
 
If a certificate of Fellowship in Gynaecological Oncology is ever awarded by 
the Trust to evidence completion of such a Fellowship, would you kindly 
provide specimens past and present. 

For the last 10 years, doctors who have trained within gynaecology have done so 
under formal training programmes. These are either with European Society of Gynae 
Oncology (ESGO) or the Royal College of Obstetrics and Gynaecology 
(RCOG).  The minimum duration of these fellowships is 2 years.  If the doctor 
achieves competency then the fellowship will be awarded by the training body.
